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2.0 EXITING THE STATION

While exiting the station in apparatus or POV, ensure there is no danger to other firefighters, by-standers, or family members.   Also ensure the apparatus is secure and in service before exiting the building.

2.1 BOARDING THE APPARATUS

a) Boarding the apparatus should not be performed unless appropriate turnout gear is 

    donned.  This includes turnout pants and coats.  In accordance with NFPA policy helmets are 
    not to be worn in fire apparatus. You should check to be sure both gloves and hood are 
    available, either being worn or located in pockets.

b) Under no circumstances is apparatus to be boarded under motion, or in excess of 

     seating capacity.  Tail boarding is strictly prohibited.

c) Probationary members and juniors are to board only under direct orders from a fire 

    officer or senior fire member, and only when all other available fire fighters are 

    properly positioned.

2.2 SECURING THE STATION

a) Prior to the last apparatus leaving the station, a fire officer or designee is to secure the

    station by lowering all overhead doors, securing all doorways, and verifying that 

    vacant bays are clear for apparatus return.

b) Should a member remain at the station, the above duties shall become incumbent 

     accordingly.

2.3 REMAINING BEHIND

a) Any member remaining behind during an alarm is to monitor the radio for necessary

    communiqués.
b) Under no circumstances are probationary members or juniors to handle radio 

     communications unless directed by an officer.

c) Press inquiries or fire scene status reports are to be deferred to the officer-in-charge at

    the fire scene.

d) It is also the responsibility of the member remaining behind to periodically check on 

    any family members that may be waiting in the day room.




2.4 NON-MEMBER PASSENGERS

In the event that a member must respond an apparatus to an emergency with a non-member, such as a child that cannot be left unsupervised at the station, the following shall apply:

a) There should be sufficient reason to believe that the apparatus will not respond in a 

    reasonable time unless the member boards it with a child or non-member.

b) The child or passenger shall be securely restrained in the apparatus before it is placed 

     in motion.

c) The apparatus should respond obeying all traffic laws and without the use of warning

     lights and sirens.

d) Upon arriving on the scene, the member operating the apparatus shall surrender it to

     the first available operator should he/she still have supervisory responsibilities over 

     the child or passenger.
