POSITIONING APPARATUS

(a)
Place apparatus in a place for protection from other vehicles.  Place a truck with



warning lights before a curve or hill (being a POV or FD apparatus) if working



in  blind curves.

All apparatus shall have all warning lights operating while on the accident scene



for personnel safety.

(2)
PERSONNEL

(a)
MVA WITH PI, all personnel must have turnout gear on for personal safety.




*Infection control from body fluid




*Traffic visibility




*Fluid leaks from vehicle, such as gas, oil, battery acid, etc.




*Sharp objects from vehicle, such as glass, metal, etc.


(b)
MVA WITH OUT PI, TRAFFIC CONTROL ONLY, personnel near or on 


             roadway must have on minimum – Traffic vest (if dark, flashlight included).


(c)
MVA WITH GAS LEAK, all personnel must have turnout gear on for personal



safety.

· 1 1/2 “ hose must be pulled from Engine and charged with foam ready  for personnel safety.

· Minimum of two firefighters on the hose line at all times with turnout  gear and SCBA.

MVA WITHH PIN-IN, same as (a) and (c)  above.  See special operations for



extrication.

OPERATIONS

(a)
Every accident shall have an IC to oversee operations.


(b)
Two personnel need to be designated for traffic control.


(c) 
The IC will assign operation tasks that need to be done.
