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1.0 MUTUAL AID
Requesting mutual aid for additional manpower and equipment is common in the emergency services.  When mutual aid is requested from Tryon Fire Department, the appropriate apparatus or manpower should be initiated.  The following applies:

1.1 RESPONSE APPARATUS
a) Engine: Engine 1 or Engine 3
b) Tanker: Tanker 1
c) Brush Truck: TAC 1
d) Service Truck: Service 1
This is the standard response.  This can be altered by the Officer-in-charge or if the other agency requests a different piece of apparatus.

1.2 CREWS
If a department requests a crew, then the members should meet at Tryon Fire Department and assemble into 5 man crews unless specified to do otherwise.  The purpose of meeting at the station is to assure that each member has the proper equipment and to reduce the number of personal vehicles at the scene.

TAC 1 should be used for transporting crews.  It also allows officers to be aware of equipment and members utilized.
