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13.0 Tree Down 

Tree down responses in the Tryon Fire District will be handled in the following manner:

a) Respond appropriate apparatus.  Each TFD fire apparatus has at least 1 chainsaw on it.  Both Service 1 and TAC 1 have backpack leaf blowers for debris removal as well.  Each apparatus with a chainsaw has ear plugs and safety glasses for your use.
b) Position apparatus to keep non-emergency vehicles from scene.  Deploy multiple apparatus if needed due to routes of travel.
c) Those working the scene should have proper PPE.  This includes safety vests. 
d) Those cutting the tree MUST have at the minimum chainsaw chaps (if bunker gear is not cut resistant), foot, head, eye, and ear protection.  OSHA requires that leg protection and foot protection be cut resistant.  
e) Work in coordination with Town of Tryon Public Works if inside Town limits.  If outside and debris is left, have DOT notified.
f) TAC 2 may respond and assist with debris removal

h) No tree shall be cut that is in contact with any type of utility wires until receiving approval from responsible power/utility company.
